Because of the stat®/-state winneitakeall metrod of awarding electoral ves,
almost all campaign events in presidential elections are conducted in closely divided
battleground states. Generally, ttleserthe margin in a given battlegrousthte,
the more attentiorthe state gets Also, a bgger battlegroundstate gets more
attention than an equally close smabattlegroundstate.
